Rules for the competition 

 

1) The trophy is awarded annually for a panel of six (6) colour prints. 

2) Prints must be less than 2 years old at the date of entry. 

3) All entries must originate from photographic images taken by the author.   Negatives may be trade processed.   Prints must be in colour subject to 

(i) Computer generated images are allowed providing all computer work and manipulation are the sole work of the photographer. (ii) Trade 

processed colour prints from a commercial laboratory may be entered providing either they are machine processed or hand crafted to instructions 

from the entrant.   If graphics are introduced they should be kept to a minimum.   Clip art and royalty free images are not allowed. 

4) All prints must be mounted individually on card mounts and adequately backed to avoid damage. The size of the mount must be 50cm x 40cm and 

the minimum picture area allowed is 400sq.cm  

5) Entrants are required to supply a “hanging layout” (i.e. a diagram showing how the prints should be displayed as a panel with their entry).  

6) On the back of each print in the top left hand corner, entrants must put the following information: 

i. Entrants Name. 

ii. Print Title. 

iii. Number (to identify it in the hanging layout).
